Many Small Steps to Improved Street Life

The design vision proposed in this project is a
sizeable undertaking that will require phasing to be
financially feasible and include community support. The
first phase aims to bring the community out to Atlantic
Boulevard. The second phase builds on the investment
made by the City or County to attract private development
and further investment in the community.

Phase 1- Streetscape Phase

Sidewalk improvements (widening, pedestrian crossings)
Street trees

Street furnishings (benches, grates, newsstands)

Begin policy shift (i.e., zoning & plan updates to support
interventions described above)

Phase 2- Building Phase

Reduce building setback requirements

Provide incentives to developers (i.e., reduced impact
fees, etc)

Restored and improved facades that contribute to retail
appeal, design continuity and identity for BID

Additional Suggestions

Create a local jobs requirement

Implement the Streetscape Phase in its entirety to create
a strong sense of place that attracts residents, then
businesses. Establish a Business Improvement District
(BID) to ensure maintenance and invite private investment
for the benefit of the community.
